2.1 Installation

Use a power adapter or a PoE device that meets requirements. Otherwise, the
device may be damaged.

4 Mount Your Camera

4.1 (Optional) Insert Micro SD Card

You need to install a Micro SD card first if you want to save video on an on-board SD
card. You need to open the back cover of the camera first. Before you insert or remove
the Micro SD card, be sure to disconnect power and wait till the camera stops
operation; otherwise, the camera or the Micro SD card may be damaged.

4.2 Wall Mount
Please mount the camera onto the wall. Make sure the wall is strong enough to
support the weight of the camera. Please prepare the installation tools in advance.
1. Locate the positions of the holes. Paste installation positioning stickers on the
wall and align the cross center to the hole in the wall.



2. Drill holes on the wall. Use a ¢ 6-6.5mm drill bit to drill 30mm-depth guide holes
according to the positions marked by the sticker.
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3. Mount the plastic rivets of self-tapping screws. Knock the plastic rivets into the
guide holes and ensure that they are tightened up.

4. Attach the external antenna. Attach the antenna to the antenna connector by
turning the antenna clockwise. Make sure the antenna is fastened.

5. Mount your camera onto the wall. Lead tapping screws through the guide holes
in the camera base and fix them on the wall using a screwdriver.
